A: No!  The FedRooms Rate and the government rate are not the 
same.  FedRooms Rates are negotiated specifically on behalf of 
Federal Government travelers, and are always at or below Federal 
Government per diems.  “Government” rates are unmanaged, and 
15% are actually over per diem.  “Government” rates can also have 
hidden fees that add up to a bigger bill at check-out.
